Notice we are using the past tense. Use the Gaelic for the times of the day and (m) madainn (f) feasgar.
08:00m  Dh’eirich mi anns a’ mhadainn.               I got up in the morning.
08:30m  Ghabh mi mo bhracaist.                           I had breakfast.
09:00m  Chaidh mi dhan bhaile anns a’ chàr.        I went to the town in the car.
09:30m   Chuir mi an càr dhan gharaids.               I put the car in the garage.
10:00m   Cheannaich mi biadh anns na bùthan.    I bought food in the shops.
10:30m   Chaidh mi dhan taigh-chluiche.              I went to the theatre.
11:00m   Cheannaich mi ticeadan.                         I bought tickets.
11:30m   Chunnaic mi caraid.                                I saw a friend.
12:00f     Ghabh mi biadh.                                     I had a meal.
01:00f     Chaidh mi gu Oifis a’ Phuist.                 I went to the post office. 

01:30f     Cheannaich mi geansaidh buidhe.          I bought a yellow jumper.

02:00f     Bha mi anns na bùthan.                           I was in the shops.

02:30f     Ghabh mi cofaidh.                                   I had coffee. 

03:00f     Bhruidhinn mi ri caraid eile.                    I spoke to another friend.

03:30f     Chaidh mi dhan bhanca.                           I went to the bank.

04:30f     Chaidh mi dhachaidh.                                I went home.

Saying where you were born and brought up.

A1.    Rugadh mi ann am Barraigh.                                                      I was born in Barra.

A3.    Rugadh mi ann an Glaschu, ach thogadh mi ann an Leòdhas.    I was born in Glasgow but raised in Lewis.
